2. Believe in the student, concentrate on their strengths.
3. Teach to all learning styles.
4. Be flexible with teaching and assignments.
5. Help students to get involved and become invested in school and extra-curricular activities.
6. Build appropriate relationships with the student.
7. Help the student to set attainable and realistic goals.
8. Provide opportunities for assistance and tutoring.
9. Keep the classroom culturally relevant.
10. Create a healthy school and classroom climate.

Developing a systematic and strong approach to support students within the school and the community is the only way that at risk students will be reached effectively.
Does the student have any of these factors putting them at risk?
· Students from single-parent families.
· Students who are overage for their peer group.
· Students who have changed schools frequently.
· Lack of community support services.
· Low socioeconomic status.
· Little or no parental involvement in school, and low parental expectations.
· Abuse, neglect, or addiction.
· Homelessness or lack of affordable housing.
· Violence – domestic or community violence.
· Lack of adequate health care.
· Lack of relevant curriculum.
· Lack of language instruction.
· Previous suspension or discipline in school.
· History of academic failure.
· Emotional and behavioral problems.
· Increasing apathy towards school.




Factors for at-risk students


“At any given time in a student's life he or she can become "at-risk." One must look at a variety of situations and life factors to determine at-riskness. Not all students who are identified as being at risk dropout and so it is important to realize that this is a multidimensional concept that has no set rules.” – National Dropout Prevention Center Network Clemson University
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
